GRANT RECEIVED! 

 

Community of Hope has received a grant from the UCC 

Justice and Witness Neighbors in Need ministry in the 

amount of $2,000.  This grant is made possible through 

contributions to the Neighbors in Need offering col-

lected among UCC congregations.  The grant applica-

tion was submitted at the end of September for the 

amount of $3,980(the maximum amount requested was 

$4,000).  The application was for funding for one new 

home for a familiy in Chacraseca ($1,800), one college 

school scholarship for a student in Chacraseca ($500), 

and forty-eight elementary school scholarships in Chac-

raseca $1,680).  Since we did not receive the full 

amount of the request, some decisions will have to be 

made regarding how the $2,000 will be 'spent'.  The 

only request from the Justice and Witness office is that 

we relay to them how the money is used to promote 

Neighbors in Need.  This grant funding is meant to be 

in addition to our regular donation goals that we make 

each year for our partner community.  Please contact 

David if you have any questions or suggestions about 

this wonderful gift.

APPRECIATION FOR GARY MEADOWS 

 
 

As you already know (and as other articles in this newsletter confirm), Gary Meadows has resigned as our Adminis-

trative Assistant.  On Sunday evening, December 13, we had a special time in our worship service to honor Gary‘s 

ministry among us.  Here is the transcript of our Pastor‘s comments in Gary‘s honor at our December 13th worship 

service: 

 

I would like to start our special recognition of Gary Meadows‘ time among us as Administrative As-

sistant by, one more time, explaining that Gary is not leaving us.  Gary has every intention of continu-

ing as a Companion with us.  But, as anyone who has worked for a church before can attest, there 

comes a time when being an employee becomes what defines you, and you (and others) can lose sight 

of your vital role as Companion.  Gary has wisely realized that he is dangerously close to that line, 

and has voluntarily resigned for one reason and one reason only:  he wants to be a Companion again.  

So, although tonight we honor Gary‘s recent ministry among us as Administrative Assistant, this is 

not a ‗good-bye‘.  For tonight, we say ―thank you‖ for his work as Administrative Assistant and 

―welcome back‖ to his work as Companion. 

 

Before I was even offered the position as Pastor of Community of Hope, it was apparent to me the 

very real sacrifices that Gary Meadows had made over the past few years in his role as not only a 

Companion but also as Administrative Assistant to this Community.  Although many of you have 

helped me understand the history of Community of Hope, there are very few who have born that his-

tory on their bodies with the depth of commitment and love and compas-

sion of Gary Meadows.  At a time when the pastoral leadership of this con-

gregation changed from Leslie to Diane to Rosemary to Lizette and finally 

to me, Gary was the one who carried the history and intimate knowledge of 

the needs of this community from one leader to another, and helped keep 

the work of Community of Hope moving forward.  Yes, there were others 

without whom this transition would not have occurred, but it was Gary who 

was responsible for imparting to each of your pastoral leaders the informa-

tion, guidance, and even structure necessary for each of us to have been 

your pastors.   Although I would not have been able to settle into my role 

as the first called Pastor of this congregation without the very hard and sac-

rificial work of the Pastoral Search Team and Julie Summers, Gary was the 

one who had the challenging responsibility of daily making me feel welcome and aware of the nu-

ances of ministry here at Community of Hope.  Again, there are others who have given above and be-

yond expectations during the challenges of the last 3+ years, but, in my experience, none has given 

more than Gary. 

 

So, Gary, on behalf of all your Companions here at Community of Hope, as well as each of the Pas-

tors you have served, I offer you our sincerest and deepest gratitude for a job well done.  Community 

of Hope is here today because of your efforts, and you can now rest, knowing that your work is appre-

ciated, and your rest well-deserved.  Welcome back to the work and joy of being a Companion! 

 

However, Gary‘s work in and on behalf of our community is so extensive that there is no way we had enough time in 

one worship service to honor all that Gary has done.

JANUARY’S CALL FOR RENEWAL 

 
 
As mentioned in our Pastor‘s letter in this newsletter, we will be focusing on the renewal of Community of Hope in the month 

of January. 

 

Our work of renewal will actually begin on the last Sunday in December, the 27th.  At our worship service that evening, all 

worship participants will be asked to focus, one final time, on our Advent theme, The Hopes and Fears of All the Years, but 

this time we will do so in the context of the transitioning to a new year.  Our Pastor‘s message that evening will focus on the 

various notes that we have left in the cradle (that holds our hopes and fears) during our Advent observances.  During worship 

that evening, we will each be given a Christmas ornament upon which we are to write our hope(s) for the new year.  We will 

then place all of our ornaments on our Tree of Hope (which will be void of ornaments because all the gifts will have been pur-

chased).   And yes, lots of Christmas carols! 

 

Then, on Sunday, January 3, with our Tree of Hope now containing the decorations of our hopes for 2010, our worship will 

focus on an opportunity to look back over our lives together in 2009, as well as a chance to begin looking forward to the shared 

possibilities of 2010.  We will look at what renewal means to our shared visions for 2010. 

 

On Sunday, January 10, we will celebrate Epiphany, which is the time, according to legend, that the Magi arrived in Bethlehem 

and gave their gifts to the baby Jesus (the actual date for Epiphany is January 6, the 12th day of Christmas).  It is honored as a 

time within the life of the church for us to acknowledge the ways in which God is made known in our lives.  Accordingly, we 

will honor and celebrate the ministries of our leaders who are stepping down from their positions, and will commission our new 

leaders for 2010.  We will also renew our covenants with one another, and our leaders, as part of our work of renewal.  Epiph-

any is the official end of the Christmas celebration of the birth of Jesus, so we will, during our worship service, take down the 

decorations from Advent and Christmas.  As part of that time, all participants will be asked to take home one of the ornaments 

from our Tree of Hope that lists individual hope(s) for 2010, to hold that ornament in sacred covenant for the year, and then 

bring it back to decorate our sanctuary during Advent, 2010. 

 

Sunday, January 17 will be a special celebration of Martin Luther King, Jr‘s life.  We will look specifically at his various calls 

for renewal within our churches, within our society, and within our personal lives.  We will look at what the renewal of Com-

munity of Hope means in light of the liberation Dr King sought. 

 

On Sunday, January 24, which is ―Ecumenical Sunday‖, we will look at our calls for re-

newal as they relate to our work with other communities of faith. 

 

January is another month with five Sundays, which means that the service on Sunday the 

31st will be organized and led by our persons-in-care (Tracy Megli, Malissa Pierce, and 

Gina Woods).   They will continue our focus on renewal with their own special emphasis. 

 

So, as you can see, our month of renewal will present many opportunities for us to renew 

our commitments to one another, to our leaders, to ourselves, and to our community.  Please 

join us for worship during January as we engage the work of renewal that must happen as 

we boldly move into our shared future as Companions on a journey!

Our choir, pic-

tured (from left to right) was made up of Nicholas Hensley, Jody, Tracy Megli, Bob 

Lawrence, Penny Fruth, Geraldine Hickman, and Kendra Dunson.  We were asked by 

the organizers of the occasion to act as a choir to back up the featured performers for 

the evening as part of their final act.  As the two performers neared the end of their 

rendition of ―Believe‖ (by Whitney Houston and Mariah Carey), a group of cancer 

survivors having lived with cancer from 1 year to over 20 years came on stage, fol-

lowed by (as announced) ―the choir of Community of Hope United Church of 

Christ‖.  We then sang the final round of the chorus while the audience rose to its feet, many in tears. 

 

 Okay, maybe we didn‘t actually ―sing‖….  Although we did do our best, the audience actually heard a pre-recorded 

sound track of the back-up singers from the Whitney Houston/Mariah Carey rendition.  But, we looked good!!!  And, over 500 

people who are active in working with and for those with cancers, as well as those living with cancer, now know that Commu-

nity of Hope exists, and that we care about cancer.  In fact, two of our choir members are, themselves, cancer survivors:  

Geraldine Hickman, who has been cancer-free over 2 years, and our Pastor, Bob Lawrence, who has been cancer-free over 5 

years.  In addition to participating in this event and letting people know we are here, the organizers of the event gave the church 

a check for $350.  Thank you to our choir and to Feature Presentations of Dallas, TX! Here‘s a copy of the words our choir 

sang (and the Companions at Community of Hope live each day):

I also want to thank the 22 Companions who have pledged for 2010.  The average of the pledges is up by about 25% 

compared to last year‘s pledges.  To meet ―Bob‘s BHAG‖, will require a multidimensional approach.  Increasing the 

average pledge is only one dimension.  Another is to increase the number of pledges - if you haven‘t submitted your 

pledge, please do so ASAP.   Try inviting your neighbors and friends to see what we are about.  Bob told me a story 

of an unknown visitor to COH a few days ago.  She came in and sat on the bench for a while, and wandered around a 

bit.  She left a note as she exited saying she was a friend of Beverly‘s and just had to come and visit. 

I‘ll finish my appeal as I finished last month‘s.  We all know about the increased demand for our resources through 

Holiday Season.  All demands are worthy, and we have to set priorities to meet all obligations without creating big 

problems in the future.  Please keep the Community of Hope high on your priority list; help us further reduce 

(eliminate!) the deficit so we can once again commit to the extraordinary ministries for which we are known.

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WHY SPECIAL OFFERINGS? 

 
Some Companions have been asking why we have special offerings.  There are three parts to that answer: 

 

First, we are required by the terms of the loan we have against our building to be a ―5-for-5‖ congregation, which means we 

participate in the general dues associated with Our Church‘s Wider Mission (OCWM), plus all four of the annual special fund 

requests sponsored by our denomination, the United Church of Christ.  There is no requirement for a minimum contribution, 

but we are required to at least provide the opportunity for you to participate in all of those special offerings.  (Please note that 

we have been a 5-for-5 congregation every year since 2006, and are on track to be one again in 2009.) 

 

Second, participating in Our Church‘s Wider Mission (OCWM) plus these annual special fund drives is part of our agreement 

to be in covenant with the United Church of Christ and all its congregations.  The four special fund requests are:  Neighbors in 

Need (which supplements the work of Justice and Witness Ministries and which, in fact, has made a significant grant to Com-

munity of Hope—see article elsewhere in this newsletter); One Great Hour of Sharing (which supports our disaster relief ef-

forts); Christmas Fund (which supports pension and disability payments for disabled, retired, and widowed employees of the 

United Church of Christ and its churches); and, Strengthen the Church (which supports growth and renewal within the United 

Church of Christ).  OCWM is the dues we pay (10% of our undesignated income) to fund the operations of the United Church 

of Christ denomination.  Those funds go for various activities that have directly benefited Community of Hope ranging from 

assistance with pastoral vacancies, to the work of UCAN (United Church AIDS Network), to our various Conference and As-

sociation activities, to General Synod.  They also go for the various other activities of our denomination including the irre-

placeable support we receive from our national offices in Cleveland, the lobbying efforts of our Washington, DC office (which 

our Pastor served in for one week during his seminary education), support of United Church of Christ-affiliated seminaries 

(including Pacific School of Religion, which our Pastor attended), various activities directed toward immigration issues, 

women‘s issues, health issues, and sexuality issues that Rev. Lizette has participated in, and many others. 

 

Third, we participate because of a deeply-held belief that we serve, honor, and seek to ―be in the world‖, a God of abundance.  

The theology of Community of Hope is not one of scarcity, where we try to hoard our limited resources, but rather one that 

believes that we already have more than we need to accomplish all that God has called us to do and be.  We believe that, 

rather than curse the darkness of limited resources, we choose to hope in our ability to allocate our resources effectively by 

living into the kin-dom of God. 

 

So, these special offerings are just one more way in which we, at Community of Hope, stay focused not only on ourselves and 

our needs, but on the needs of the world ―outside our walls.‖  Please continue to support these efforts by contributing not only 

to the special offerings, but also our regular operating budget, a portion of which funds our OCWM contributions. 

WOUNDED HEALER HIV/AIDS SUPPORT GROUP 

 
Many names, many faces, many stories, a million journeys ... sharing with one another. 

I, Lizette, serve as the facilitator for our newest group to the HIV/AIDS Tulsa commu-

nity at COH (a group supported by our Kaiser Family Grant funds). This opportunity 

has allowed me to companion with those among us with an HIV/AIDS status, and their 

daily happenings, challenges and joys.  

 

Knowing that we at Community of Hope, United Church of Christ put a comma instead 

of a period in people's lives is a joy beyond words.
